Entry Requirements

• Masters degree
• Hold a valid Texas teaching certificate
• Have 2 years teaching experience
• Proficient or exceeds in all domains of 

PDAS for past two years  
• Demonstrate oral skills through a 

successful interview
• Demonstrate written skills through 

successful response to essay questions
• Demonstrate technology skills through 

successful completion of skills test



Program Timeline
• May 2009 - Orientation
• June 2009 - Training each day from 

8:00 - 4:00
• August 2009 - May 2010 –

Internship in school library
• August 2009- February2010 -

Evening Training-one night a week
• Spring 2010 – TExES exam
• June 2010 - apply for certification
